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Overview information

The AUR Automotive Retail, Service and Repair Training Package supports the skills development
needs of Australia’s automotive industry. It provides nationally recognised qualifications, units of
competency, and skill sets to guide training and assessment across a wide range of automotive job
roles.

This training package covers key industry sectors including:

= Light and heavy vehicle mechanical

= Automotive electrical and electronics

= Body repair and refinishing

» Vehicle manufacturing and assembly

= Tyre and wheel servicing

= Motorcycle and marine mechanical

= Mobile plant and outdoor power equipment
= Sales, parts interpreting, and administration

The AUR package is designed to ensure that workers are equipped with up-to-date technical, safety,
and customer service skills aligned with current technologies and industry standards. It supports
learners from entry-level to advanced tradespeople and promotes pathways into apprenticeships,
further education, and employment.

Regular reviews and updates to the training package ensure responsiveness to new technologies
such as electric and hybrid vehicles, digital diagnostics, and advanced manufacturing processes.

Key work and training requirements in the industry

The AUR Training Package is a key component of Australia’s Vocational Education and Training
(VET) system. It plays an essential role in preparing people for employment in the automotive
industry by supporting learners to gain practical, job-ready skills and offering flexible pathways to
upskill, progress their careers, and improve employability.

Australia’s automotive sector relies heavily on qualified tradespeople, with strong enrolment numbers
across AUR qualifications reflecting this dependence. As the industry continues to transition and
modernise, the Training Package must ensure training pathways remain responsive, accessible, and
aligned to workforce needs.

Key features of AUR Training Package and the automotive industry

Australia’s Evolving Automotive Industry

The automotive industry is undergoing significant transformation driven by technological innovation,
environmental policy, and shifting consumer expectations. The sector faces challenges including skill
shortages, an ageing workforce, rapid electrification, and the broader national shift towards net zero
emissions. Despite these pressures, the industry continues to demonstrate resilience and an ability
to adapt.

The industry includes a diverse range of sectors engaged in the sale, service, and repair of vehicles
such as cars, motorbikes, bicycles and all-terrain vehicles; specialised heavy vehicle and bus
manufacturing; customised body and trailer production; marine mechanical services; and the
manufacture and distribution of parts and accessories.

As vehicle technology evolves, the automotive workforce is experiencing a shift in occupational roles.
New roles—such as EV and hybrid technicians and autonomous vehicle specialists—are emerging
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alongside traditional mechanical streams. For example, automotive technicians trained under the
AUR package can depower and remove EV battery units but are not authorised to open, repair or
recycle battery packs unless trained under specialised electrotechnology frameworks.

Growing Importance of Electrification

To meet the growing demand for skills in the electric vehicle (EV) space, several qualifications, skill
sets and individual units have become increasingly important:

How Key Features of the Industry Influence the Selection of Training Pathways

The changing nature of the automotive industry has a direct influence on how learners, employers
and training providers select appropriate training pathways. As new technologies reshape the sector,
the pathways chosen must reflect industry expectations, regulatory requirements, and future
workforce demand.
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Technological Change and Emerging Job Roles

The shift towards electric, hybrid and digitally connected vehicles means many traditional pathways
are no longer sufficient. Learners increasingly require training that incorporates high-voltage
systems, digital diagnostics, and integrated vehicle technologies. This results in stronger demand for:

e EV-specific qualifications and skill sets
¢ High-voltage safety and depowering units

o Pathways that blend mechanical and electrical skills
Workforce Shortages and Multi-Skilling Needs

Skill shortages across the industry encourage employers to invest in training that supports multi-
skilled technicians. This influences pathway selection by prioritising:

e Entry-level qualifications with broad foundational skills
o Elective choices that support cross-disciplinary capability
e Post-trade skill sets that build depth in areas of shortage

Diversity Across Industry Sectors

Because the automotive industry covers multiple specialised sectors—light vehicles, heavy vehicles,
marine, bicycles, EV systems, body repair and more—pathway selection must consider the unique
occupational needs of each sector. This requires:

e Selecting elective streams aligned to the operational focus of the business

¢ Including compliance-related units required by specific industries (e.g., marine, refrigerants,
EV depowering)

e Supporting learners to specialise early where required

Regulatory, Safety and Compliance Requirements

Safety and compliance obligations—particularly around high-voltage systems, refrigerants, and
environmental standards—influence pathway decisions by requiring specific units or qualifications.
Pathways must ensure learners can undertake work legally, safely, and within regulatory
requirements.

Modern Vehicle Fleet and Customer Expectations

Increasingly sophisticated vehicles require technicians trained in advanced diagnostics, electronic
systems, and sensor-based technologies. This drives pathway selection towards training that
ensures:

e Current and future capability in diagnostic technologies
e Coverage of software-driven systems
¢ Ongoing upgrade training through skill sets and professional development

Career Progression and Staff Retention

Given the industry's heavy reliance on apprentices and the need to attract new entrants, pathway
selection is also influenced by opportunities for career progression. Clear pathways from Certificate I
to Certificate Il qualifications, followed by post-trade options, help employers retain staff and support
long-term workforce development.
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Industry sectors and occupational outcomes of qualifications

Automotive repair and maintenance

The automotive repair and maintenance sector employs over 158,000 people and includes:

e 27,704 service and repair workshops,
e 13,907 automotive body, paint and interior repair workshops
o 3,487 automotive electrical service and repair workshops

Automotive service and repair workshops have increased in number by 11.5% since 2021.0F1
The sector covers activities such as:

¢ light vehicle repair and servicing

e automotive accessory fitting

o battery electric vehicle service and repair
e heavy vehicle repair and servicing

¢ vehicle and vehicle parts sales

e vehicle maintenance through regular servicing
o the repair of damaged vehicles

e the supply of aftermarket equipment

¢ vehicle recycling and disposal

o fuel retailing

e motorsport

e marine

e Dbicycles

e outdoor power and equipment.

Businesses must continue to employ apprentices, invest in skills development, and adopt new
technologies to remain competitive. As vehicle technology modernises, the increasing turnover of
newer vehicles may accelerate industry change and require further adaptation.

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Qualifications

Qualifications are created by grouping units of competency into combinations that meet workplace
roles. Qualifications come with packaging rules that set out the overall requirements for delivering the
qualification, for example, the number of core units, and the number and source of elective units.

Qualifications are aligned to Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF) qualification types. VET
qualifications are at levels 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, and 8 of the AQF.

The AQF provides a comprehensive, nationally consistent framework for all qualifications in post-
compulsory education and training in Australia. In the VET sector it assists national consistency for
all trainees, learners, employers and providers by enabling national recognition of qualifications and
Statements of Attainment.

Qualification structure

The structure of qualifications is based on templates prescribed by the Training Package Organising
Framework, 2025. The contents of each qualification field in this training package are explained
below.

Qualification code
Each qualification has a unique eight-character code:

e the first three characters identify the training package
o the first number identifies the qualification level

e the next two numbers identify the qualification’s position in the sequence of qualifications at
that level

e the last two numbers identify the year in which the qualification was endorsed. (Where
qualifications are added after the initial training package endorsement, the last two numbers
may differ from other training package qualifications as they identify the year in which those
qualifications were endorsed).

Qualification title

The title reflects the qualification outcomes and complies with the number of characters specified in
the Australian Vocational Education and Training Management Information Statistical (AVETMIS)
Standard (no more than 100 characters).

Qualification description

This field describes the qualification outcomes, together with any licensing, legislative, regulatory or
certification considerations.

Entry requirements

This is an optional field that specifies any mandatory entry requirements.
Packaging rules

This field:

e specifies the total number of units of competency required to achieve the qualification
¢ specifies the number of core and elective units
o lists all core and elective unit codes and titles, including prerequisite units where they apply.

Qualification mapping information
This field specifies the code and title of any equivalent qualification.

This field provides a link to the Companion Volume Implementation Guide
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Skill sets

Skill sets consist of one or more endorsed units of competency that have been packaged together to
address a defined industry need or specific licensing or regulatory requirement. Skill sets are not
qualifications.

Skill set structure

Skill sets themselves are non-endorsed components of training packages (however, they consist of
endorsed units of competency). They use a standard format.

Skill set code

This is a unique code in the format: <Training Package code> <SS> <five-digit code> e.g. AURSS00028.
Skill set name

The title reflects the skill set outcomes.

Description

This field explains how the skill set meets the industry need or regulatory requirement.
Pathways information

This field explains the skill set’s relationship with a qualification.

Suggested title and words for Statement of Attainment

This field provides advice on a suitable title and words to use on a Statement of Attainment.
Target group

This field explains the types of individuals who will benefit from completing the skill set.
Links

This field provides a link to the Companion Volume Implementation Guide.

Units of competency

Units of competency are the nationally agreed statements of the skills and knowledge required for
effective performance in a particular job function.

Units of competency describe work outcomes as agreed by industry. As such, they do not describe the
procedures necessary to perform a role, but rather, identify the skills and knowledge, as outcomes, that
contribute to the whole job function. Each unit of competency describes:

e a specific work activity and what it involves

e skills (and level of skills) that are needed to perform the work activity
e conditions under which the work activity may be conducted

e knowledge and skills required to perform the work activity

o foundation skills required to perform the work activity

¢ how learners can show they are competent in the work activity

¢ performance and knowledge evidence that must be considered in assessing the competency
of the unit

e conditions under which evidence for assessment must be gathered.

Units of competency are not aligned to levels within the AQF because they can be included across a
range of qualification levels. However, the qualification in which a unit is first packaged in a training
package is indicated by the first digit in the unit code.
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What is competency?

The broad concept of industry competency is the ability to perform particular tasks and duties to the
standard of performance expected in the workplace.

Competency covers all aspects of workplace performance and involves:

e performing individual tasks

e managing a range of different tasks

e responding to contingencies or breakdowns

e dealing with the responsibilities of the workplace, including working with others.

Workplace competency is the ability to apply relevant skills and knowledge consistently over time
and in the required workplace situations and environments.

Competency standards are determined by industry to meet industry skill needs and focus on what is
expected of a competent individual in the workplace.

Unit of competency structure

Units of competency are based on templates prescribed by the Standards for Training Packages
2025. Under these Standards, a unit of competency comprises two separate documents, i.e. a unit of
competency document and an assessment requirements document.

Unit code

Each unit of competency has a unique code. Unit of competency codes are assigned when the
training package is endorsed, or when new units of competency are added to an existing endorsed
training package. Unit codes are developed as follows:

e acode is made up of no more than 12 characters, normally a mixture of uppercase letters
and numbers with the first three alpha characters denoting the training package identifier, as
in AURKTJ004 Conduct non-destructive testing of wheel and rim assemblies

o the first three characters signify the training package — Automotive Retail, Service and Repair
Training Package

e the fourth character indicates the industry sector (i.e. L is Mechanical - Light Vehicle)

¢ the fifth and sixth character indicates the function or skill area (i.e. TB is Technical - Brakes).
—in the above example

e the last three characters, identify the position in the sequence of units for this industry sector,
function or skill area

e where changes are made that alter the outcome, a new code is assigned (usually by
increasing the number by 100, AURAFAOQQ3 is superseded by AURAFA103), and the title is
changed.

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Unit title

The title describes the unit outcome and complies with the length specified in the AVETMISS
Standard (no more than 100 characters).

Unit application

This field describes how the unit is practically applied, who would typically use it, and the unit of
competency’s

relationship to licensing, legislative and certification requirements.
Prerequisite units

This is an optional field that specifies any unit(s) in which the learner must already be competent
prior to achieving competency in this unit.

Unit sector
This field is used to categorise units of competency in relation to industry sectors or types of work.
Elements

Elements of competency describe the outcomes of the significant functions and tasks that make up
the competency. Elements describe actions or outcomes that are demonstrable and assessable.

Performance criteria

Performance criteria specify the required performance in relevant tasks, roles, skills (including
foundation skills) and the applied knowledge that enables competent performance.

Foundation skills

This field describes the language, literacy, numeracy and employment skills that are essential to
performance but that are not explicit in the performance criteria.

Range of conditions

This is an optional field that specifies different work environments and conditions that may affect
performance. Its contents are restricted to essential operating conditions and any other variables
essential to the work environment.

Unit mapping information

This field specifies the code and title of any equivalent unit of competency.
Links

This field provides a link to the Companion Volume Implementation Guide.
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Assessment requirements

Title

This field uses the format: Assessment Requirements for [unit of competency code and title].
Performance evidence

Performance evidence, as the name implies, specifies what individuals must do to show that they
satisfy the performance standards in the unit of competency.

Knowledge evidence

Knowledge evidence, as the name implies, specifies what individuals must know in order to carry out
the work tasks described in the unit of competency safely and effectively.

Assessment conditions

This field describes mandatory conditions for assessment, e.g. details of equipment and materials;
contingencies; physical conditions; relationships with other people; timeframes. It also specifies
assessor requirements.

Links
This field provides a link to the Companion Volume Implementation Guide.
Contextualisation of units of competency by RTOs

RTOs may contextualise units of competency to reflect local skill needs. Contextualisation could
involve additions or amendments to the unit of competency to suit particular delivery methods,
learner profiles, or specific enterprise requirements. Any contextualisation must ensure that the
integrity of the outcome of the unit of competency is maintained.

Industry requirements, as described in training or job specifications, can be used to contextualise a
unit of competency.

AUR Version 9.0 Qualifications, Skill Sets and Units of Competency
Mapping information can be useful for delivery and assessment as it:

e explains the extent of changes to help users identify how previous training materials can be
adapted

e shows whether the outcomes of the previous and current versions are equivalent or not; and
¢ shows newly created components, as well as any components removed from the training

package.

E Equivalent Where the workplace outcomes of the superseded and superseding
training package components are equivalent.

NA Not applicable =~ Where mapping information is not applicable. Minor updates do not require
an equivalence determination.

NE Not equivalent  Where a training package component is superseded, and the workplace
outcome of the component has changed.

NC Newly created =~ Where a training package component has been created to address an
emerging skill or task required by industry.

D Deleted Where a training package component is deleted as the skill or task is no
longer required by industry.

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Pathways advice

A pathway is the route or course of action taken to get to a destination. A training pathway generally
means the learning activities or experiences used to attain the competencies needed to achieve
career goals. There is no single pathway that applies to everyone; everyone has specific needs and
goals. Within the automotive industry, there is the ability for a person to gain skills, knowledge and
experience to move into other job roles and challenges. Clearly defined pathways are attractive to
new entrants, help retain current workers in the industry and can keep apprentice's enthusiasm levels
in what can be seen to be a long training experience. The training package has pathways built into its
design, reflecting job roles in the industry. When new job roles emerge, or existing ones change, the
training package will be modified to mirror this.

There are many different paths to achieving a qualification. Candidates can choose to directly enter a
qualification, such as AUR30520 Certificate Il in Marine Mechanical Technology, when a person
begins an apprenticeship as a Marine Technician. They can follow a path through high school until
they begin their apprenticeship, by first completing one or more Vocational Preparation qualifications.
Post-trade qualifications (Certificate IV and Diploma) are available for those wishing to further their
skills and knowledge and, perhaps, move into owning or managing a workshop. Most Certificate IV
qualifications have as an entry requirement a Certificate Il qualification.

AUR qualifications include elective units that should be selected according to the learning and
pathway needs of the learner. The choice of elective units is generally negotiated between the
learner and/or employer, and the RTO conducting the training program.

Elective units can be selected from within the training package, or from other endorsed training
packages or accredited courses.

Elective units should be used to provide a vocational focus for the qualification and should be
relevant to the:

e qualification level
job role

work outcomes
local industry needs

area of specialisation (if required).
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Qualification pathways and occupational outcomes

Achievement of AQF qualifications provides opportunities for individuals to pursue and achieve their
career goals. Qualifications can be achieved in various ways, including:

o off-the-job training, e.g. attending classroom-based learning programs
e on-the-job training, e.g. apprenticeships, traineeships

e recognition of prior learning

e credit transfer.

The qualification pathways shown on the following pages provide insight into the automotive
industry’s career pathways and entry-level career options. The qualification pathway tables are
provided for each sector and can be used for a variety of purposes, for example:

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Access and equity considerations

Access and equity relate to the approaches used to make sure training and assessment practices
consider and respond to the individual support needs of learners so that potential learning barriers
are eliminated or minimised. Individual support needs that learners could present with could relate to
their:

e age
e gender

e cultural or ethnic background
e disability

o sexuality

e language, literacy or numeracy skills
e employment status

e geographical location.

The design and content of this training package support equitable access and progression for all
learners. It is the responsibility of the RTO delivering and assessing qualifications to:

e ensure that training and assessment processes and methods do not disadvantage individual
learners

e determine the support needs of individual learners and to provide access to any educational
and support services necessary.

Some practical ways that access and equity issues could be addressed include:

¢ modifying assessment processes and techniques for learners who are located at a distance
from a campus location

e checking that materials are culturally appropriate for learners

e activities and assessments are suitable for the language, literacy and numeracy skill levels of
learners (while meeting the requirements of the unit of competency).

Regional and Remote Delivery Considerations

Where training and assessment is delivered in regional or remote contexts, providers may adopt
flexible and context-appropriate approaches, provided all unit requirements are met. This may
include:

e Use of mobile training and assessment models, partnerships with employers, community
organisations or shared facilities to support access to specialised resources and equipment

o Contextualisation of learning and assessment scenarios to reflect local industry settings, such
as agriculture, mobile plant or community fleet operations.
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Considerations specific to learners with a disability

A legislative and regulatory framework underpins and supports the delivery of VET across Australia.
Under this framework, VET providers must take steps to ensure that learners with recognised
disabilities can access and patrticipate in education and training on the same basis as learners
without disabilities.

RTOs have obligations to support learners with disability under the Standards for RTOs 2025,
Disability Discrimination Act 1992, and the Disability Standards for Education 2005. RTOs need to
provide advice and information to learners with disability about the suitability of a course, any
inherent requirements for the course, reasonable adjustments that can be made, and support that is
available.

Training and assessment practices must give due consideration to learners with disability, and in
particular recognise the diverse range of disabilities and individualised impact that disability has on
learners. Disability is broad and diverse, and can include physical and learning disabilities, chronic
medical condition, or mental iliness. RTOs must take an individualised approach to supporting
learners with disability, recognising that each learner’s disability will be specific to that person, and
will have a specific impact on their learning experience. An individual’s disability may necessitate the
implementation of specific supports to allow them to participate in learning.

It is recommended to ask universally (and also on an individual basis) whether a person requires
adjustments to undertake their course. Make it clear that all personal information will be handled
confidentially and that this question is only asked for the purposes of being able to offer support and
arrange reasonable adjustments. Learners with disability do not have to disclose their disability, but
by making it clear that disclosure is only for the purposes of providing support so they can access
and participate in VET equally, learners are more likely to feel comfortable disclosing. If a learner
does choose to disclose, they must be consulted to determine what supports or reasonable
adjustments should be put in place for them.

It is important that all staff are made aware of what their responsibilities are in negotiating and
implementing adjustments and supports.

Examples of educational and support services that can assist learners with disability meet course
requirements include:

o offering study support and skills programs, including language, literacy and numeracy (LLN)
programs

e providing equipment, resources and/or programs to increase access for learners with
disability

e using trained support staff including specialist teachers, note-takers and interpreters

o flexible scheduling and delivery of training and assessment, including allowing longer time
where appropriate, and adjusting delivery methods and communication techniques

e providing learning and assessment materials in alternative formats.

Reasonable adjustment for learners with disability

Reasonable adjustments can be made to the learning environment, training delivery, learning
resources and/or assessment tasks to accommodate the support needs of a learner with disability.
The purpose of reasonable adjustments is to make it possible for learners to participate fully. It is not
to give learners with additional or different needs an advantage over others, to change course
standards or outcomes, or to guarantee success.

A reasonable adjustment in learning and assessment activity needs to be justifiable and uphold the
integrity of the unit/qualification. An adjustment is reasonable if it can accommodate the learner’s
support needs while also considering factors such as the views of the learner, the potential effect of
the adjustment on the learner and others, the costs and benefits of making the adjustment.
Reasonable adjustments should be negotiated on an individualised basis, recognising that each
person with disability will have specific learning needs and requirements for adjustment.

Inherent requirements are the fundamental parts of a course that must be met by all learners in order
for them to be deemed competent. They are the abilities, skills and knowledge learners need to
undertake the course — those components which, if removed, would compromise the learning
outcomes. Learners with disability should be provided with reasonable adjustments to enable them to
meet these inherent requirements, provided this would not cause unjustifiable hardship to the RTO.
However, if a learner cannot meet the inherent requirements, even with adjustments, then they
cannot undertake the course. Learners should be given as much information as possible to allow
them to make informed decisions about whether they will be able to meet inherent course
requirements. Adjustments must:

e be discussed with and agreed to by the learner with disability

e benefit the learner with disability

¢ maintain the integrity of the competency standards

e be areasonable expectation in a workplace or training and assessment environment.

Adjustments are not required if they could:

e cause the RTO unjustifiable hardship
e harm other learners.

Making reasonable adjustments requires the RTO to balance the need for change with the expense
or effort involved in making this change. If an adjustment requires a disproportionately high
expenditure or disruption, it is not likely to be reasonable. Reasonable adjustments can encompass a
range of areas including the physical environment, teaching delivery and format, utilisation of
assistance equipment and reduction of study load. Examples of reasonable adjustments that can
assist learners with disability to participate fully in training and assessment include:

e accessible classrooms

e changes to class scheduling

e note-taking or interpreting support

¢ modification to presentation mediums and techniques or teaching practices
e course materials, information and learning tasks in alternative formats

e alternative assessment formats, timeframes or tasks

e availability of assistive technologies or specialised equipment

e allowing a carer or support person to be present in the learning environment.
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People with low level foundation skills

The way in which foundation skills are used in the workplace must be considered. To find out what
these requirements are, consider the workplace documentation, communication, and numeracy
required for the task.

It is also important to consider what are points of ‘key risk’ to a workplace around the application of
these skills?

Where can things go wrong if something is not:

¢ Read and interpreted correctly?

e Written down correctly?

e Said clearly to the right person?

e Interpreted properly when following an instruction?
o Measured accurately?

This will change from industry context to industry context; and differ from sector to sector. It may also
differ between workplace contexts within each of those sectors.

Assessment tasks need to be designed to accurately assess competence. To be fair, valid, reliable
and flexible they must allow candidates to demonstrate all the skills. The assessment task must only
require the same level of foundation skills as the unit of competency, and not become a barrier to the
candidate being able to demonstrate competence.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander learners

It is very likely that aspects of this training package will be delivered to Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait
Islander peoples. Non-Aboriginal trainers and assessors should acknowledge that Aboriginal and/or
Torres Strait Islander peoples experiences of the world can differ greatly from mainstream Australian
experiences. Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander culture is a well-established, complex, proud,
adaptive and adoptive, deserving of respect.

Many Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander peoples and their families have had negative
experiences in mainstream education. These experiences often have a negative impact on learners’
self-confidence, so strategies to rebuild positive learning experiences and attitudes need to be an
integral part of training and assessment programs for Indigenous people. Showing respect of
Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander culture requires an understanding of the protocols of the local
community. Protocols vary between different groups and trainers and assessors should always check
with a contact, or an Elder in the local community about issues to be aware of in the training and
assessment environment.
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Foundation skills

Foundation skills are the non-technical skills that support an individual’s participation in the
workplace, in the community and in education and training. They describe the language, literacy,
numeracy (LLN) and employment skills that are essential to performance and are explicitly identified
in the foundation skills field of a unit of competency, which:

¢ identifies the essential foundation skills that are not explicit in the performance criteria of the
unit

e describes the application of each skill in context of the performance criteria

¢ should be considered as an integrated part of the unit for assessment purposes.

The language, literacy and numeracy skills are represented by the five core skills set out in the
(ACSF): Learning, reading, writing, oral communication and
numeracy.

The employment skills are described using:

e the skills set out in the employability skills framework: Teamwork, Initiative and enterprise,
Planning and organising, Problem solving, Self-management, and Technology.

Key features of the ACSF

The ACSF describes each of the five core skills across three interactive dimensions as outlined in the
table below:

o Five levels of performance ranging from 1 (low level performance) to 5 (high level
performance)

e Four performance variables that may influence a person’s performance at any time:

e The nature and degree of support available

o Familiarity with context

e Text complexity, and

o Task complexity.

e Three Domains of Communication, broad contexts within which the core skill may be used:

e Personal and community (related to expressing personal identity and achieving personal
goals, and understanding and interacting within the wider community),

e Workplace and employment (refers to activities that an individual may be involved in as a
member of an organisation or that may be conducted by someone working alone), and

e Education and training (refers to any form of structured learning).

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Health and safety implications in the industry
Work health and safety (WHS) requirements are covered either by:

¢ embedding requirements in the elements/performance criteria of units of competency
e including specific WHS units in qualifications.

In jurisdictions where model WHS laws have not been implemented, RTOs are advised to
contextualise units of competency by referring to the existing WHS legislative requirements.

In the automotive industry, health and safety is an integral part of every work function. Safety has
been imbedded in the training package at the unit of competency level and individual safety units
have been developed and included at the qualification level.

Each unit of competency explicitly identifies health and safety requirements in the performance
criteria. The assessment requirements prescribe health and safety evidence requirements in the
performance and knowledge evidence.

For example, at the lower qualification levels, the identification of hazards and the use of personal
protective equipment are essential requirements. Individuals should not only perform the task as
required but also use appropriate safety equipment and clothing and be capable of identifying
hazards.

At the higher qualification levels there is a strong focus on not only identifying hazards, but also on
assessing and controlling risks (adverse outcomes associated with hazards). These risks range from
death, injury and iliness to financial loss and prosecution. Risk management covers facilities and
equipment, planning, training, labour organisation and work procedures.

Safety in the workplace

Manual handling injuries are the most common type of injury occurring in automotive workshops. The
injuries occur from handling heavy or awkward objects, heavy lifting, and prolonged or sustained
work in awkward postures. This injury trend occurs across all types of vehicle repair, maintenance or
installation work, and on all types of vehicles.

Given the nature of the work there is always the risk of severe injury or fatality. Some risks are
obvious, such as vehicles falling from hoists or jacks, being hit by a passing vehicle while carrying
out roadside work, or tyres exploding during inflation. Other risks are less obvious such as the long-
term effects of breathing asbestos fibres or fumes from solvents and automotive paints. While there
may be risks associated with this type of work, these risks can be avoided.

Employers have a duty to minimise the risk of injury at their workplace. This duty is set out in detail in
the Occupational Health and Safety Act 1985. Under this Act an employer can be held responsible
for the safety of the workshop (workplace), its equipment and its contents, the safety of the systems
of work used by employees and the proper training and supervision of employees to keep them safe
at work.

Regulations made under the Act provide additional instruction on how particular hazards, such as
asbestos, hazardous substances, manual handling and plant, are to be managed.

Employees also have a duty to take reasonable care for their own health and safety at work and to
avoid endangering the health and safety of any other person by anything they do, or fail to do, at the
workplace.

Guidance material from Safe Work Australia ( ) may
help employers fulfil their obligations. Other sources of information include your industry association,
suppliers’ and manufacturers’ advice, Australian Standards, training courses, advice from
consultants, experienced practitioners, unions, insurers, rehabilitation providers, legal practitioners,
researchers, inventors, auditors and others.
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Together these contribute to the ‘state of knowledge’ about hazards in automotive workshops and
how to eliminate or control them.

Hydrogen safety

Training and assessment must occur in a safe environment where the workplace or simulated
environment complies with:

¢ Commonwealth, state or territory work health and safety/ occupational health and safety
legislation and regulations

o state or territory dangerous goods and hazardous chemicals legislation and regulations
related to storage and handling.

In practice, this involves conducting a risk assessment and referencing applicable Australian
Standards—such as AS/NZS 60079 Explosive atmospheres and AS/NZS 61779 Electrical apparatus
for the detection and measurement of flammable gases—where relevant and proportionate to the
identified risks. This may also include a hazardous area classification.

RTOs are encouraged to consult with vehicle manufacturers, industry bodies and regulators to
ensure facilities support safe and compliant training delivery.

This guidance aligns with Standard 1.8 of the Outcome Standards and its associated Practice Guide,
which outlines RTO responsibilities to provide safe and fit-for-purpose facilities, resources and
equipment for each training product. It is also intended to support compliance with Work Health and
Safety legislation and regulations, including the RTO’s primary duty of care to ensure, so far as is
reasonably practicable, the health and safety of learners, staff, and others involved in training and
assessment activities.

Resource and equipment requirements

RTOs must make sure that all resources and equipment required to train and assess units of
competency are available.

Details of specific resources, including equipment and materials essential for assessment, are listed
in the Assessment conditions sections of the assessment requirements for each unit of competency.

Legal considerations for learners in the workplace/on placements

Legal requirements that apply to specific industries and VET vary across each state and territory and
can regularly change. Contact the relevant state or territory department/s to check what legal
requirements apply.

There are also several responsibilities, both legal and ethical, of the individual working in the
automotive industry, for example working as a used car salesperson, a technician or a first-year
apprentice, the worker must be aware of his or her responsibilities as well as those of their employer
and of the public.
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Other information relevant to implementing the AUR Training Package

Requirements for assessors

Assessor requirements are identified under the Assessment Conditions section of each unit of
competency. All assessors must meet the requirements set by the applicable registering body.

Training and assessment in simulated environments

The AUR Training Package identifies in the assessment conditions where simulation can be used for
assessment purposes.

Where simulation is identified in the Assessment Conditions of a unit of competency it must be
realistic and fully replicate the sector’'s work environment. It must be sufficiently rigorous to cover all
aspects of the sector’s workplace performance, including task skills, task management skills,
contingency management skills, and job role environment sKills.

To maintain the integrity of training and assessment RTOs, trainers and assessors need to keep
pace with industry technologies and ensure that learning activities and assessments accurately
reflect workplace activities.

RTOs will need regular contact with industry to ensure the currency and validity of all activities
conducted in simulated environments.

All assessors must consider relevant care and due diligence when assessing units of competency.
Workplace simulation criteria

In conducting training and assessment in a simulated workplace environment, trainers and assessors
must make sure that the simulated environment gives the learner the opportunity to meet the
following critical criteria:

e Quality — The work is of the standard required in the industry.
e Productivity — The work is performed within a timeframe appropriate in the industry.
o Safety — The work is performed in a manner that meets industry safety standards.

Where simulations meet these criteria, RTOs can be confident that learners are ‘work ready’ on
successful completion of units of competency.

Simulations should provide opportunities for integrated assessment of competence that include:

o performing the task (task skills)

e managing a number of tasks (task management skills)

o dealing with workplace irregularities such as unexpected problems, breakdowns and changes
in routine (contingency management skills)

o fulfilling the responsibilities and expectations of the job and workplace, including working with
others (job/role environment skills)

e transferring competency to new contexts.

To further enhance the validity of assessment processes using simulation, the assessor should
consider:

e assessments covering a range of interconnected units of competency

e use of assessment checklists to ensure that all performance evidence and knowledge
evidence requirements have been met

e use of self-assessment, peer assessment and debriefing activities
e use of authentic workplace documentation.

Assessment activities must be realistic and reasonable in terms of scale.
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Assessment with direct observation

Advice in this section of the Guide is intended to supplement guidance and standards applied by VET
regulatory authorities. In all instances, advice about compliance of assessment practice should be
sought from the appropriate regulator.

Assessors must be able to clearly demonstrate current and relevant industry knowledge and
experience to satisfy the mandatory regulatory standards as set out in the Standards for Registered
Training Organisations (RTOs) /Australian Quality Training Framework.

The Standards for Training Packages support robust assessment and assessor requirements and
the AUR Training Package describes the automotive retail, service and repair industry’s
requirements for assessors and assessment.

Assessment requirements in the AUR Training Package aim to strengthen industry’s confidence that
candidates who have been deemed competent against components of the AUR Training Package
are able to demonstrate the skills and knowledge described in units of competency in the workplace
in a range of conditions and to industry’s standards. To achieve this aim, all units of competency
contain Assessment Requirements that stipulate in the Assessment Conditions that: ‘Assessment
must include direct observation of tasks’. To address this requirement, the qualified assessor
would observe the demonstration of assessment tasks either in the workplace or in a simulated
environment.

It is also acceptable for the appropriately qualified assessor to use a workplace supervisor in order to
collect evidence for assessment in a manner specified and supervised by the assessor. This is
regarded as supplementary evidence.

Assessment of evidence and judgment about competency must be undertaken by the qualified
assessor. The qualified assessor is permitted to use both direct observation and evidence collected
by the workplace supervisor when undertaking an assessment. Industry members have advised that
the workplace supervisor must be able to provide evidence of industry experience, such as a resume
or equivalent documentation, and have current industry skills directly relevant to the training and
assessment being provided.

Use of assessor questioning during performance assessment

For units that require assessors to “verify performance evidence through questioning”, the intention is
that questioning is used to confirm the candidate’s understanding of what they are doing and why
they are doing it.

While direct observation provides primary evidence of task performance, questioning allows the
assessor to validate the candidate’s reasoning, safety considerations, and interpretation of
procedures.

Questioning should be directly related to the tasks observed and sufficient to confirm that the
candidate can correctly apply their knowledge to the work context.

Questioning should not replace direct observation but rather supplement it to confirm the correct
interpretation and application.

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VET for secondary school students

VET programs enable school students to acquire workplace skills and knowledge while till at
secondary school. Successful achievement of a VET program provides a school student with a
nationally recognised AQF qualification, usually as part of a senior secondary certificate.

VET programs are packaged and delivered in various ways across Australia. The three main delivery
arrangements used are:

e schools hold RTO status

e school sectoral bodies (such as Boards of Studies or regional offices) hold RTO status on
behalf of a group of schools

e schools work together in partnership with RTOs.

¢ In some state and territory school systems, school students who work part-time in an
appropriate workplace may use this to fulfil work placement requirements. Virtual or simulated
work placements may also be legitimate The following qualification from the AUR Automotive
Retail, Service and Repair Training Package may be suitable for delivery to secondary school
students: AUR10120 Certificate | in Automotive Vocational Preparation.

RTOs are advised to check requirements with the relevant authorities in their State or Territory.

Training and assessment issues for the school sector

Implementation of the AUR Automotive Retail, Service and Repair Training Package within the
school sector, while encouraged, needs to ensure:

e the currency of skills and knowledge of those who train and assess school students —
particularly as expressed in the Standards for RTOs

e access to current industry equipment, facilities and training resources so that students
acquire a realistic view of workplace realities and conditions

e comprehensive coverage of foundation skills, performance and knowledge as outlined in the
unit of competency and assessment requirements for each unit of competency

e current and realistic learning and assessment experiences.

Industry terms in the AUR Retail, Repair and Service Training Package

The meaning of the following three industry-specific terms used in the AUR Training Package has
been provided in response to industry requests for clarification.

Overhaul refers to the complete dismantling and rebuilding of a major vehicle assembly, involving the
replacement or reconditioning of all parts that have been subject to wear or other forms of
deterioration so that the component, when installed in a vehicle operates entirely within manufacturer
specifications, has a service life comparable to the original unit. Component overhaul can only be
carried out when it is removed from the vehicle. To overhaul components, the operator must be able
to identify deteriorating parts and perform dismantling and assembly processes as well as acceptable
methods of reconditioning.

Reassembly is part of the ‘rebuilding’ process. It includes the replacement or repair of damaged
and/or worn components following various failure and wear analysis tasks, and the reconstruction of
the original vehicle assembly according to manufacturer procedures and specifications.

Repair involves rectifying identified faults and restoring vehicle systems to an acceptable status of
operation. This rectification can involve welding, aligning, tightening, securing or adjusting
components — actions that are not part of normal service operations. Repairs can also involve
replacing worn, damaged or failed components once fault identification tasks have been undertaken
on the component. A repair is a lesser operation than an overhaul and may be carried out while the
major assembly/assemblies of the system are still in the vehicle or have been removed.
